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SUMMARY

Enroliment decreased 7.9% from Fall 2016 (15,455) to Fall 2017 (14,240).
The proportions of male and female students remained steady, with 68% of students being female.

White Non-Hispanic enroliment decreased faster than average, by 10.6% from Fall 2016.
Hispanic enrollment decreased by only 2.5% from Fall 2016, less than the average.

Continuing students decreased 12.5% from last year; transfer students increased 12.7%.
